The Malbork Castle, located in Malbork, Poland, is the largest castle in the world.  It 
is also known as Marienburg or the Castle of the Teutonic Order.  This Polish 
landmark is believed to be the largest brick fortress in the world.  Construction of the 
castle began in 1274 and finished 132 years later in 
1406.  The castle has several subdivisions and 
numerous layers of defensive walls. It consists of three 
separate castles  – the High, Middle, and Lower Castles, 
separated by multiple dry moats and towers.  The 
castle once housed approximately 3,000 Teutonic 

Knights. The outermost castle walls enclose 52 acres, four times the enclosed area 
of Windsor Castle.  This castle is a masterpiece of architectural might, but it pales in 
comparison to the strength, power, and protection of our God and Saviour, Jesus 
Christ.  It is in Him we are encouraged to place our trust.  There is no limit to how many may safely dwell within the 
walls of His care.  
 
We have safely driven thousands of miles and our mini van has exceeded 323,000 miles.  This is the care we receive 
while dwelling within the walls of our Refuge and Fortress.
